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PostalEASE transactions reactivated 
 

Recently, the Postal Service added multifactor authentication — also 
known as MFA — as an additional security measure for LiteBlue. 
 
Prior to the addition of MFA, the Postal Service disabled the ability of 
employees to change their net-to-bank and allotment settings through 
PostalEASE on LiteBlue. 
 
With the successful addition of MFA, Postal Service employees are 
now able to complete net-to-bank and allotment transactions through 
LiteBlue.  
 
To make changes to your current net-to-bank or allotment settings, 
log on to LiteBlue.gov (“w-w-w DOT l-i-t-e-b-l-u-e DOT u-s-p-s DOT 
g-o-v”), sign in, and navigate to PostalEASE. 
 
If you have not established your MFA preferences, visit LiteBlue for 
step-by-step instructions and additional information by selecting 
“Multifactor Authentication” under the login. 
 
Please note: The ability to make changes to net-to-bank or allotment 
settings via the PostalEASE Interactive Voice Response system has 
been disabled.
